We are raising $100,000 to build a new greenhouse that is
Iarger and more technologically advanced for the students in Holdingford. We are fundraising

Our current greenhouse is small, with low
ceilings, and lacks modern technologies like
efficient environmental controls. We are limited
in space and do much of the greenhouse work in
the classroom. This past spring, we sold over
1,200 packages of plants and hanging baskets.
We also planted the flower pots and beds around
school as well as the city pots on Main Street.

Students transplant vegetable plants grown
in the greenhouse into the school garden for

the farm to school lunch program. We grow ‘ S R
tomatoes, peppers, onions, zucchini, cucumbers, cabbage cantaloupe squash and so much
more! When harvest arrives, the cooks prepare the produce to use for school meals
